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 At our next meeting, we will have a shortened business 

session which will deal with filling open slots on the East Sun-

rise Residents Associationõs board of directors.  Before that, 

we will give the obligatory reports and hear some announce-

ments. 

 We will then take a short break to set up tables for our 

traditional food fest, and to set the stage for our musical en-

tertainment..  And this year, we will expand our musical offer-

ings by having a fuller program, featuring board member Her-

nan Zapata, owner of Music For All, and his students. 

 The food will be provided by local merchants and supple-

mented with pot-luck offerings from ESRA friends.  The music 

program will feature holiday music by vocalists and instrumen-

talists. 

Join us.  Join your neighbors. 
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 SUNRISE POLICE CHIEF JOHN BROOKS addressed our audience.  He opened his 

remarks by stating òWeõre [the officers of the police department] civil servants; weõre 

committed to you and the neighborhood.ó  He has been police chief for 2 1/2 years.   

 His proud accomplishments include 

 

¶Creating a matrix  of 15 full zones throughout the city:  

18-19 officers on the night , 35  during the day.  This is a demon-

stration of the accountability principle that the city is operating un-

der. 

¶The recent merging of Code Enforcement into the police 

department.   òOur intent is to make your community, our com-

munity a better place to live. . . .  We will work together.  . . .  We will 

continue to aggressively police.ó 

¶Purchasing more equipment to help the police do a 

more effective job. 

 

 OFFICER DAVE MC CANN followed Chief John Brooks.  òItõs up to you as residents 

to get out and know your neighborhood because thatõs how you can help your neighbor-

hood.ó 

 

¶Residence burglaries by juveniles are still the biggest 

problem.  The majority of the burglaries are occurring between 10 

a.m.-4 p.m. 

¶Take precautions when shopping during the holiday sea-

son.  (1)  Ladies, donõt leave your purses open when shopping.  (2)  

Donõt take packages to your car, then return to the stores.  (3)  Be 

careful when discarding empty cartons and boxes because thieves 

will know you have new valuable items in your home.   

 

 Some residents are concerned about the adolescents loitering at the Village Mul-

tipurpose Centerõs entrance; they are scaring and intimidating some residents.  

McCann mentioned that people need to call the police if they are feeling threatened.  

He also mentioned that when you are not satisfied with your interaction with the police, 

you can always call the police chief. Contõd on next page . . . 
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 In response to a question from the audience about 

what to do if you hear gunshots, McCann told the audience to call the police because 

other residents  might have heard the same shots and have called in.   

 

 SUNRISE COMMISSIONER LARRY SOFLIELD addressed the audience.  He ac-

knowledged that work has begun on the Waterbridge wall, after 5 years of planning.  

The Welcome to Sunrise sign on Sunset Strip is in the design stage. 

 He mentioned the Capital Improvement Project that will be undertaken on Sunset 

Strip between 68th Avenue and Pine Island Road.  This project will involve new side-

walks, landscaping an swales. 

 He said the November 7th multicultural festival has been a success, and that 

next year, some improvements will made for the 2010 celebration. 

 Several members in the audience complaints about the lack of sufficient outside 

lighting in East Sunrise.  Some women mentioned that they are afraid to walk in their 

neighborhoods at dark because of the lack of  lights. 

 

 FORT LAUDERDALE COMMISSION CARLTON MOORE addressed the audience and 

mentioned that residents should call the governorõs office and tell him to announce the 

replacement for Josephus Eggelletion.  As it stands, the vacancy leaves District 9 un-

represented while the commissioners are conducting county business and voting on 

items.  Mr. Moore stated that there are 4 vetted candidates that the governor can 

choose among.  Mr. Moore made no recommendation among the candidates. 

  

 PHYSICIANS HEALTH CHOICE REPRESENTATIVE THOMAS MARSON gave a sum-

mary of his companyõs Medicare Advantage HMO plans.  He stresses the low or no co-

pays, their 20 years of existence, the 11 quality measures that its participating doctors 

have to meet, and the offerings of its vision, dental, and hearing aid plans + health club 

membership plans. 

 He mentioned that the Center for Medicare and Medicaid Services is actively in-

vestigating and cracking down on wrongful practices.
